North Hempstead residents have an additional means to dispose of non-hazardous waste such as
general refuse, furniture, residentially generated construction and demolition debris, and yard waste.
There is @ minimum vehicle charge of $5 (includes 100 Ib disposal, $1 per each additional 20 Ibs.),
and no charge for recyclables and E-waste (computers, electronics, TV's, batteries).

Proof of residency is required. 'Commercial vehicles are not allowed.
